
What is the Misthy Cee 
Development Centre? 
 
The Centre was founded in 2001 by Siaka 
Stevens (aka Misthy Cee – pictured below) as a 
result of his concern for children in distress, and 
exists to help the disadvantaged – orphans and 
disabled and street children – to make the most of 
their capabilities by developing their potential in 
diverse ways. 
 
The purpose of the Centre is to offer training and 
support for the orphans and disabled and street 
children, who currently number more than 60. 
 
The Centre is always keen to welcome volunteer 
teachers and carers, for any length of time from a 
month or two upwards. 
 
The Centre receives no government funding, and 
100% of all donations go directly to programme 
development and services for the children. 
 
Misthy’s motto, a universal greeting exchanged 
with everyone he passes, is “Peace and Love”.

Why the link between Bristol and 
the Misthy Cee Development Centre? 
 
In 2006, two groups of volunteers from the Bristol 
area were privileged to spend a month each in 
Akomadan, and participate in projects organised 
by HANDS AROUND THE WORLD (reg charity 
no 1097626 – www.hatw.org.uk) to help establish 
the infrastructure for the Centre. 
 
In January 2006, the team worked alongside local 
builders to construct the new accommodation 
block, to replace the old cocoa shed that had 
previously been used but was no longer habitable. 
The October group put the finishing touches to the 
building (pictured below) and constructed 
additional facilities for the children to use. 
 

 
 
Having been welcomed into the daily way of life in 
Akomadan while working on the project, we were 
inspired to set up the Misthy Cee Development 
Centre (UK) charity in February 2007 to provide 
ongoing help for Misthy and the wider community. 
 
In October 2007, two of the trustees were 
members of the HATW team helping to build a 
school at the Centre, and HATW hopes to send a 
team to complete the building in early 2009.

Akomadan, Ghana 
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How will my sponsorship make a 
difference? 
 
The children in the care of the Centre are 
orphaned (some of them as a result of the AIDS 
epidemic affecting adults and their children 
throughout Africa), or their families are otherwise 
unable to attend to their needs. 
 
The Centre provides for the children in 2 ways: 
• offering purpose-built accommodation, or 
• contributing to costs incurred by extended 

family in looking after the child. 
 
Your sponsorship means that your sponsored 
child will receive at least one nourishing meal per 
day, will be clothed and will be able to attend 
school, giving him or her the chance to make a 
valuable contribution to the community. 
 
Apart from these benefits, child sponsorship offers 
sponsors – adults and children alike – a unique 
opportunity to learn about the lives of people, in a 
different part of the world, who do not have the 
same material possessions and opportunities that 
we enjoy in the UK. 
 
 
Akomadan is a rural agricultural community in the 
Ashanti region of Ghana, near Kumasi, and is 
about 7 hours’ drive inland from the capital, Accra. 
 

 

What does sponsorship involve? 
 
Sponsorship costs £10 per month per child, 
payable by standing order. 
 
Put another way, that’s less than 35 pence per 
day – think how little difference that will make to 
you, but imagine what a huge difference that will 
make to a child at the Centre, by contributing to 
his or her: 
• food each day; 
• school books; and 
• school uniform. 
 

 
 
In return for your regular contribution, you will 
receive at least once a year: 
• a photograph of your sponsored child; 
• a school progress report; and 
• a social progress report. 
 
In addition, we would encourage you to write to 
your sponsored child, via the Centre, to 
strengthen the relationship. 
 
The administration of this sponsorship scheme is 
carried out by volunteers, so you can be assured 
that every penny of the money you give is going 
to help your sponsored child. 
 
 
If you are unable to make a regular contribution by 
way of sponsorship, a donation to help the work of 
the Centre would be much appreciated.
